Train key players at different levels of policy-making on how to perform assessments reflecting on actual mobility
priorities (individual and society needs) and how to efficiently cooperate for achieving sustainability goals (case

examination);

Provide authorities with a generalized handbook of the most efficient soft intervention measures promoting
intermodality and rail use accompanied by a “seed funding” enlightening tool.
